The Future of Higher Education in Palestine: Insights into Trends, Innovations
and Challenges from Educators’ Perspectives

Abstract
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This descriptive study investigates the perspectives of 70 faculty members from higher education
institutions in Palestine on anticipated trends, innovations, and challenges shaping the future of
higher education amidst global shifts and rapid technological advancements. Using a structured
survey, the study examines faculty views on emerging educational technologies, evolving
pedagogical models, and the role of academic institutions in addressing Palestine's unique
societal and political challenges. Findings reveal optimism among faculty regarding the
integration of digital learning and personalized teaching to enhance the educational experience.
However, concerns persist about equitable access to technology, data privacy, and the necessity
of ongoing professional development to meet evolving demands. Faculty also expressed strong
support for competency-based education and interdisciplinary learning, emphasizing their
potential to align educational outcomes with labor market and societal needs. Despite these
opportunities, the study identifies significant barriers to institutional adaptation, such as limited
resources, inadequate infrastructure, and the demand for agile administrative strategies to
implement educational innovations effectively. This research offers practical insights to guide
future policies and innovative practices, aiming to build a resilient and inclusive education
system that aligns with global trends while addressing Palestine's distinct social and political
context.
